c) At conventional weapons, when both lamps are lit, the referee must consult his
monitor before making a decision.

d) If the fencers’ scores are equal at the end of the match, for the decisive hit, the
referee must use the video-refereeing and walk over to the refereeing delegate. They
will examine the video together and, after consulting the delegate, the referee will give
his final decision without the possibility of consulting the video again.
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e) The last action will be replayed on the referee’s and the refereeing delegate’s
monitors, first at the real speed and then in slow motion, at 20%.

f) The refereeing delegate may at any time request that the referee review his
decision.

g) Following a request by one of the fencers to check the video, the decision given is
final and his opponent cannot ask for the same action to be reviewed again.

h) The person(s) monitoring the referees’ decisions do not have to be members of
the Refereeing Commission. For the World Championships, the refereeing delegate in
charge will designate this or these person(s). For “Grand Prix” competitions, the
delegate from the Refereeing Commission will designate this or these persons.

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Before the voting the president of the commission, mr. Janda guided that all members should
express their opinion and argumentation concerning the issue.

Discussion

Ms. Hristeva pointed that there should be increasing number of participating countries in
world cup competitions - not decreasing nhumber of participating countries. We should think
the future of fencing.

Secretary of the commission, Mr. Pentikdinen pointed out that federations organising the world
cup competitions should have the resources available to meet the high quality standards to
attract fencers and media. One solution for this problem will be that the world cup
competitions will be held on the circulating basis. In that way the countries with limited
resources can organise excellent competitions for instance every second or third year.

Ms. Faye pointed out that the principle should be the equality of all countries. The
requirements should generate the same high level of competitions — where ever it is located.
Nevertheless we can keep the rule as it is and make efforts to improve the level of organizing
the competitions.

Mr. Makela stressed that the members of the PR commission should think globally the benefit
of fencing. We had to look all opportunities to increase quality of the competitions.

Mr. Groupierre stated that the present rule is supporting a good development of fencing in the
American continent. It is a duty to take into account and defend this quality.

President of the commission mr. Janda said that when we will speak on behalf of the continent
one must remember that there exist two parts of the American continent. United States and
Canada are included without questions as a top level fencing countries. Same can be said
concerning the Asia, for instance Korea, China and Japan are wonderful examples of high
quality of top fencing countries.

Mr. Mateev argued that the principle goal is to make positive change on the thinking of
fencing and speed up the change. It will be better for all continent to have equal principles.

Ms. Aze agreed that the proposal is a good opportunity for promotion fencing.

Mr. Asgari pointed out that there are major difficulties in some countries for organising the
world cup conditions as requiring eight participating countries — even with five countries. On
the principle level the rule should be the same for everyone, but at the present situation we
should help countries which need improvements for developing fencing.

Mr. Al-Murdhi agreed that for the future of fencing the proposal is agreeable.

President of the commission mr. Janda pointed out that the same challenges to have minimum
of eight countries participating competitions have been met also by Scandinavian countries.
Nevertheless they have found solutions to cope with the challenge.

I INTRODUCTION OF THE NEW FIE HEAD PRESS: MARCOS LORENZO

The new FIE Head Press Marcos Lorenzo introduced himself to the promotion commission.

Mr. Lorenzo stressed that to make a positive change and increase awareness of fencing
through public relations and marketing is a long term work and also needs participation of all
member federations.

Mr. Lorenzo reported challenges concerning the FIE magazine. It is late because the
company responsible of the work went bankruptcy. Nevertheless the next version will be
revised with new type of content and images. In forth coming releases will have focus on
showing star athletes.
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Mr Lorenzo presented the new media plan and explained for instance the challenges with TV
broadcasting on World Championship Competitions 2009. Mr. Lorenzo stressed the
importance to have agreement with a global media company. The agreement would not be
substantial in forth coming years but would decrease FIE expenses and can generate
substantial revenues in the longer run.

Secretary of the commission, Mr. Pentikdinen pointed out that it would be important to ensure
that the intellectual property rights gives FIE rights to use the television material also in other
media channels, especially new media (internet, stream video, video on demand, IPTV,
mobile TV). Mr. Pentikdinen continued that FIE could also consider outsourcing providing of
the stream video for an international media company which has a suitable platform and
distribution channels.

President of the commission, mr. Janda asked mr. Mateev to report about the situation with the
project “Sabre on Ice and Fire” which will be held in Iceland. President of the commission, mr.
Janda pointed further that Iceland is a good example of collaboration of an member federation
with the Future of Fencing foundation. Mr. Mateev presented that Iceland will have an fencing
media event during a football world cup match: Iceland vs. Holland. Mr. Makela presented
that in Canada they have made similar successful experimentation with the American football.

Secretary General Paramonov stated that it is necessary that such a project in future will be
under control of the FIE — the governing body of the fencing. Everybody agreed Mateev to
provide all the information to mr. Lorenzo, mr. Faerber, mr. Paramonov and ms. Rodriguez.

The commission was impressed of mr. Lorenzo’s extensive professional sport marketing
background and warmly welcomed him.

IV THE COMMISSION'S PROPOSAL FOR THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE: “BASIC
CONCEPT FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF PR AND PROMOTION OF FENCING FOR THE
PERIOD 2008-2012~

The commission discussed concerning the proposal. Ms. Faye expressed that she agrees
with the proposal with the following amendments. Ms. Faye believes that in the clause 4
should be stressed that we need to give competitors more freedom in every respect to
express their emotions during the context, provided that they respect the fencing rules and
show fair play in so doing. Ms. Faye further stressed on this context that the most important
thing is to provide member federations with financial means and appropriate equipments that
would allow them to have access to national TV programs for the promotion of fencing.

There were no other objections concerning the proposal. The majority of the commission
members agreed with the proposal.

Hence the commission agreed to present for the executive committee the following proposal:

Basic Concept for the Development of PR and Promoti on of Fencing for the period
2008 — 2012 as envisaged by the FIE PP Committee

1) Fencing on television

The PP committee proposes setting up a groups of experts and initiating talks with the rights
managers or executives of the appropriate organisations (USB, EUROSPORT, etc.) aiming to
obtain broadcast space for fencing coverage throughout the entire Olympic cycle, i.e. for 4
years.

Proposed extent of TV coverage: In general we would like to secure coverage for the heats
amongst the final eight in the following competitions: The Olympic Games, World
Championship, Junior World Championship, European Championship, Junior European
Championship, 3 Grand Prix in the épée, 2 Grand Prix in the foil, and 2 Grand Prix in the
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sabre, twice a year — recap feature lasting up to 50 minutes assessing each season halfway
through — world fencing news, (with the option to extend this to cover other zone
championships).

MOTIVATION: For a long time now the FIE has not had any means of presenting its sport on
a global scale during the season on the major sports channels. In the last 4 years the
methods used to film fencing and broadcast it on television have improved greatly; the FIE
now has an excellent manual and is able to participate professionally in this coverage.

The FIE must have a 4-year general contract with all the organisers of major competitions
guaranteeing this coverage in order to negotiate with local partners and sponsors.

The FIE will have to make a financial contribution towards the production of this coverage.
The FIE must create a uniform design for the layout of the final fencing mat so that the
organisers will know in advance how much advertising space the FIE will use for its partners
and how much will be left for the organisers for event sponsors.

TV show on fencing twice a year — we suggest that this should be designed as an informative
show to popularise the sport and, in order to minimise costs, we propose that it should be
produced in-house by the FIE (ensuring that high TV broadcasting standards are maintained)
and after thorough examination of the copyright law, could later be distributed FREE OF
CHARGE to any worldwide sports channel that might be interested.

PP committee PROPOSAL for COMEX: Set aside sufficie nt funds from the FIE budget
to cover this. (The actual cost can be professiona lly estimated after the proposal has
been approved, by a panel of experts set up for thi s purpose).

2) Creation of a new concept for “ESCRIME” magazine

The FIE desperately needs a printed and electronic medium focused on real sports journalism
and therefore the committee proposes preparing separate language versions (French,
English, Spanish), thus increasing the amount of print space. In a case that a member
federation requests additional language version, it should contact FIE with the issue. All
intellectual rights will belong to FIE. Gradually a network of associates should be created
through the secretariats of the individual fencing confederations — these would be journalists
who could use the pages of “ESCRIME” magazine as the platform for a real discussion on
specific fencing problems and triumphs in each individual zone. The committee also
recommends releasing this magazine in electronic form too, as this medium would provide
plenty of space for volunteer contributors from all round the world.

MOTIVATION: Change ESCRIME from a personal bulletin to a sports journalistic magazine
focusing on real fencing issues.

PP committee PROPOSAL for COMEX: Set aside sufficient funds from the FIE budget

to cover the cost of changing ESCRIME. The PP comm ittee is ready to submit this
project after the change has been approved by COMEX

3) Accompanying programs aimed at publicising fenci ng.

The PP committee assumes that it is necessary to change how the organisers of major
competitions relate to the competitions as such, so that the organisation itself becomes
focused on promoting fencing as a sport. Therefore the PP committee would like to create a
separate budget to fund accompanying events aimed at providing information about fencing
and making it more popular; these events would accompany the competitions and help to
make fencing more popular in the organisers’ countries.

MOTIVATION: If the individual fencing federations organise a major competition (World
Championship, Junior World Championship, zone championships, Grand Prix, etc.), they
should be able to receive co financing for accompanying PR and promotional events in return
for their involvement. The PP committee also wants to actively seek out these events on all
five continents and provide them with general financial support.

PP committee PROPOSAL for COMEX: Create a separate PP committee budget of
200,000 Euro for each budgetary year.
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4) Boost the emotional impact of fencing — collabor ation with the Referee
Committee

The PP committee is essentially in agreement that in order to increase the appeal of fencing
on TV we need to give competitors more freedom in every respect to express their emotions
during the context.

MOTIVATION: Over the last 4 years the FIE, at the instigation of the IOC and at the cost of
increasing expenses for competition organisers, has been trying to make decision-making in
fencing competitions more objective through the use of technology (video arbitration). The PP
committee believes that the time has come to greatly enhance the role of the referee as such.
We now need to work to raise the personal prestige of referees, reintroduce weapons
specialists and especially, by increasing the number of competent referees, give them chance
to rest and recuperate during long competitions (World Championships, Junior World
Championships, zone championships); we also need to change the referees’ examinations to
focus more on the practical side and elaborate a technical means of rating them.

PP committee PROPOSAL for COMEX: Work together wit  h the referee committee and
the rules committee in order to effect these change s. Set aside sufficient funds from
the FIE budget to cover the cost of introducing the se changes.

5) FIE takes full advantage of the opportunity offe  red by digital media

The PP committee is essentially in agreement that in order to increase the appeal of fencing
in general, between 2008-2012, the FIE should focus on taking full advantage of the
opportunity offered by digital media. In addition to attracting young people, digital media is
more cost effective and highly available for such sports as fencing, which do not achieve full
coverage around the world in traditional media.

MOTIVATION:

The duty of the Promotion and Publicity Commission is to enhance our sport's public relations
activities - to develop media and advertising aspects of fencing. The present challenge is to
achieve more media attention, which would generate larger audiences and bring in new
fencers. We share this goal with the President of the IOC, Jacques Rogge, who has declared
that we should "fully embrace the digital revolution, which affects the way the world
experiences the Olympic.

PP committee PROPOSAL for COMEX: Set aside sufficient funds of 30.000 Euro from
the FIE budget to cover the cost of developing the digital media strategy including
business model, value network and partnership model targets. The PP committee is
ready to submit this project after the change has b een approved by COMEX.

V OTHER COMMISSION'S PROMOTION PLANS TO WORK FURTHE R

6) Circulating principle of World Cup Competitions

The World Cup competitions will be decided two years beforehand. All world cup competitions
will be nominated from candidates wishing to run a tournament.

MOTIVATION: The amount of world cup competitions should be less, but the events should
be better organised and attracting more fencers, media and audience. Most of the countries
does not have resources to make such extensive efforts yearly basis but can contribute
excellent tournaments every second or third year.

PP committee PROPOSAL for COMEX: preparation of the new qualifying system of the
world cup competitions and communicating it for mem ber federations.

7) Sponsoring packages with a revenue share model
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FIE makes ready made sponsoring package offers for international corporations with different
price values. The member federations can act as a negotiator with a company. If the
federation has success, it will receive revenue share based on fixed percentage of the
agreement value.

MOTIVATION: Increase opportunities to explore sponsoring opportunities which a member
federation has identified.

PP committee PROPOSAL for COMEX: Set aside sufficient funds from the FIE budget

to cover the expenses. The PP committee is ready t o submit this project after the
change has been approved by COMEX.

8) Best practices — sharing experiences of federati  ons

Best Practices would be a place on FIE's web site were people from fencing could share their
good ideas and projects. A place where national federations can survey new and useful ways
to get sponsors, or publicity, or finances, or other tips to do things better, faster, cheaper etc.

MOTIVATION: We don't always have to reinvent the bicycle. An innovation centre to to see
how one federation's problems are solved in other federation.

PP committee PROPOSAL for COMEX: Set aside sufficient funds from the FIE budget

to cover the cost of changing website. The PP comm ittee is ready to submit this
project after the change has been approved by COMEX

9) Traveling exhibition of world fencing

An exhibition of art photographs of fencers, which is impressive, but easy to transfer. The
exhibition would take place one week before most important fencing competitions, in a public
area with a high density: e.g. central station or a huge shopping mall. This event would attract
not only by-passers, but also mass media.

MOTIVATION: More media attention

PP committee PROPOSAL for COMEX: Set aside sufficient funds from the FIE budget
to cover the expenses. The PP committee is ready t o submit this project after the
change has been approved by COMEX.

10) Localized FIE calendars

FIE makes a professional graphical template of a fencing calendar available to all the
national federations which can use it for creating a localized version.

MOTIVATION: A reduction of overall costs of the member federations. The result is
communicative and representative business gift and a product for fund raising.

PP committee PROPOSAL for COMEX: Set aside sufficient funds from the FIE budget

to cover the expenses.

11) Partnering with a major video game distributor

FIE will partner with a major video game distributor to launch a new fencing game. Suitable
video game platform can be for instance Nintendo Wii.

MOTIVATION: Attract children of all ages for fencing and promote our sport.

PP committee PROPOSAL for COMEX: Set aside sufficient funds from the FIE budget
to cover the expenses. The PP committee is ready t o submit this project after it has
been approved by COMEX.
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12) Masters Championship between the continents

The competition will be an invitation competition between continents, where competing teams
include all three weapons.

MOTIVATION: this new competition will bring fencing to media attention and attract the
sponsors that we need to our sport. Those competitions will generate larger audience

and bring in new fencers.

PP committee PROPOSAL for COMEX: Set aside sufficient funds from the FIE budget

to cover the expenses.
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Proposals submitted to the Rules Commission

Fencing Federation of the Republic of Belarus

Proposal 1

The Fencing Federation of the Republic of Belarus proposes to change the text in Article 0.50.3 of the
Organisation Rules (Chapter 7, Organisation of Official FIE Competitio ns a) Common
Conditions, Entries by Member Federations, Official invitation) which currently stipulates:

For World Cup competitions, it must be sent out at least one month before the
competition in question.

Change it in the following way: instead of one month , put two months

In the proposed formulation of the text, Article 0.50.3 would be as follows:
For World Cup competitions, it must be sent out at least two months before the
competition in question.

This in turn will force the Event Organisers to respect properly Article 0.51, which is closely linked to
Article 0.50.3.

The proposed formulation of Article 0.50.3 will make the preparation for the tournaments, the
procedure to obtain visas and the financing of the teams easier.

Very often the Event Organisers do not respect the one-month time limit laid down in Articles 0.50.3
and 0.51, and, as a result, we have serious problems obtaining visas, making hotel reservations and
booking plane tickets as we have to carry out all the formalities in short amounts of time. Under these
conditions, the day-to-day work of those in charge in the Federations resembles a heroic exploit, the
aim of which being not to miss important events.

Opinion of the Executive Committee: in favour

Opinion of the Rules Commission: in favour of the p roposal. The Commission also suggests
that a reference to this be made in the Supervisor’ s Report. The Supervisor will therefore have
to consult the organiser’s website well before the competition.

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1. Welcome of the President of the SEMI COMMISSION. And
nomination of Mr. Andrea Nicolai as Secretary of the session-

2. Welcome words of the representative of the COMEX and Vice
President of the FIE, Mr. Wang Wei: he wished a good session of work
and emphasized that a special attention must be given to the security
and new technological issues.

3. The Agenda, received by mail was presented; an additional point
concerning nomination of SEMI Delegates in competitions was
included.

4. Proposals of the Federations

a. The proposal presented by Great Britain, concerning sabre mask
resistance is approved.

The rules should be changed as follows: add to article ¢ m.32.5 ...
Furthermore the electrical resistance of this wire (crocodile clip to
crocodile clip or crocodile clip to soldered end) must not exceed 1 ohm.”

b. The proposal presented by Great Britain, concerning sabre glove
arm overlay (manchette) resistance testing is approved.
The rules will be changed by introduction of rhe following new
paragraph in Article “m.33.4 The conductive material (lamé) must
satisfy the conditions laid down for testing (cf. m.28.5).”

c. The proposal presented by Hungary, which states “Any curve of
blade must be uniform and the maximum bend must in any case
be less than 1 to 2 cm”. is rejected.

In fact the blades are tested by independent institutes concerning
the flexibility before the permission of production. Also
flexibility 1s tested at initial weapons control in world
championships and other competitions. The proposal does not
explains why 2 cm of bend should be used instead of 1 cm. To
produce an hit ideally the point should hit perpendicularly the
target, according to the SEMI the proposed difference of adding
1 cm to the maximum bend does not affect the security of blades.

d. The proposal of Russia, “Change of blocking time in scoring
apparatus (saber) to 0,25 seconds.”, concerns a longer

blocking time to be implemented by transforming the actual
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electrical apparatus. The SEMI Commission indicates that it is
possible to change the blocking time for every weapon.

And reMembers that in 2004 when it was decided to reduce
blocking times of electrical apparatus for foil and sabre the
National Federations supported the costs of the changes since the
apparatus must be modified. National Federations must decide if
they want this change to take place, a study must be made to
determine which is the ideal blocking time. The present block
time is of 125 ms (0,125s). It is reminded that in case of change a
tolerance must be given, so if it will be decided that the ideal
blocking time is for instance 200ms then the apparatus must be
tuned to 200ms with a 5% tolerance meaning from 190ms to
210ms.

A longer block time then the actual one will change “the fencing
phrase”, and will permit the riposte. The referees should be
informed and trained to adapt the refereeing if the block time
will change. The new video arbitrage system can be used as a
tool in the study of the determination of the ideal block time.

5. Proposals of the SEMI Members
a. Concerning the specifications of the pin size on the 2 pin plug in
body wires.
There is no article in the rules that gives a dimension for either pin in
the two pin system body wire. By convention one pin is 4mm in
diameter and the other is 3mm, each of which fits a socket in the
inside guard. Problems occur when the pins are too thin and thus the
plug moves in the inside guard socket causing breaks in the electrical
circuit.

The following new sentence should be added to article m.29.3.a “In the case
of a body wire fitted with two pins, the pin that connects to the foil earth
circuit should be 4 mm in diameter, whilst the pin that connects to the wire
of the weapon should be 3 mm in diameter.”

b. In which concerns the use of the conductive bib for foil at the
Cadets World Championships, the SEMI Commission alerts the
COMEX that “the conductive bib should be mandatory for
the Cadets World Championships as well as competitions
held in conjunction with Juniors.” In fact all fencing should be
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uniform and not have different systems to be used according with
the age of fencers.

c. Due to the fact that fabrics degrade with washing and use loosing
the initial strength of 800N and that the European Standard to
test the uniforms and concerning fencing PPE (protective
personal equipment) dates from 2002, it is is decided to make a
proposal to add the following new paragraph to article
“m.25.2 Safety At FIE competitions only 800N uniforms and
stainless steel 1600N masks that were tested according with
EN13567 level2 are allowed. Only will be accepted jackets,
breeches, under protections and masks with a FIE label of
quality that clearly mention the letters EN13567 level2.”

6. Conductive retro fit bib for foil
The manufacturers have been working on a retrofit lame bib to be
applied to standard masks in order to transform them in masks with
conductive bibs, the solutions proposed use double sided tape It is
decided that for foil the retro fit conductive bib from a specific
manufacturer is accepted at FIE competitions, only in the case that is
being applied to the same brand of masks: this means that a PBT
retrofit bib must be applied only to PBT masks, an Allstar retrofit bib to
Allstar masks, an Uhlmann retrofit bib to Uhlmann masks and so on).
The fencers have full responsibility in making sure that the retro fit bib
is well applied, that is in good condition and fits properly the mask
according with the rules article m.27.2
The retro fit bib solution is accepted from May 2009 up to July 2012.
With the feedback of information provided from his use further
decisions will be taken by then.
It is noted that this solution is not acceptable at the Olympic Games.
The manufacturers should address to the SEMI commission a
request of approval/homologation of their retrofit bibs together
with a sample. The FIE approved retrofit conductive bibs will be
added to the list of FIE approved conductive masks for foil M2009.
Only the retro fit bibs from the manufacturers mentioned in the list
will be accepted at the weapon control of official FIE competitions.
The bibs must be supplied with instructions of installation.
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The approved FIE retrofit conductive bib contains obligatory a
label that states “Upgrade to M2009 by’ manufacturer name and
date.

a. Allstar presents a retrofit bib that permits to transform an Allstar
mask in a mask with a conductive bib. This retro fit bib is
applied with both sides tape, the Commission approves the
solution presented. And alerts that in case of heat and fencers
that sweat a lot the glue risks to be not so efficient. It is decided
that it is the responsibility of the fencer to make sure that the bib
1s always properly installed.

b. PBT presented (via email) their proposal of a retrofit conductive
with photos and instructions, the front side uses the two sided
adhesive tape, while the inner side is to be sewn onto the original
bib. The SEMI Commission approves also this retrofit
conductive bib presented by PBT.

c. Other manufacturers
The new model of Leon Paul M2009 masks permits to replace
the bibs since the bib glides into a frame, anyhow Leon Paul will
present another solution for the retrofit bib. Prieur developed a
retrofit bib that is to be sewn in the front side as well in the rear
side to the original bib. Negrini is studying a solution with
Velcro. One other manufacturer is developing a solution were the
fabric that covers the bib substitutes one of the Velcro layers.

7. Sofranel / Blades approval

a. Mr. Vladimir Husarek (Sofranel) asked to be confirmed as
“Correspondent Member of the SEMI”. Despite of the great
value of the work of Mr. Husarek at all stages the SEMI
Commission cannot confirm his initial nomination as
“Correspondent Member of the SEMI”, since this nomination
was done by the former FIE's President in 1993, and the FIE
Statutes do not foreseen the nomination of Correspondent
Members of the Commissions, neither foresee the existence,
nomination or election of “Correspondent Members”. All the
correspondence that Mr. Husarek whishes to address to the SEMI
and their Members was and is always welcome and will be taken
in consideration.
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b. Sofranel informed the SEMI Commission in writing that starting
from January 2009, the prices for testing blades will increase of
10%.

The reason is that prices remained unchanged since 2002, and
the company has more costs. To make the tests for an initial FIE
approval/homologation a set of 10 blades should be sent to
Sofranel and the tests will cost 3857 Euros, and 1157 Euros for a
periodical re-control (3 blades).

It is reminded that for a blades manufacturer to obtain the
FIE approval/homologation and permission to stamp their
blades with the FIE label of quality and to figure in the list of
FIE official approved blades list the manufacturer should:
request the FIE approval/homologation in writing and sent to
the SEMI the tests report made by one of the following
independent institutes Sofranel, Visti and CRITT, and as
well send to the SEMI a sample of the blade dully marked
with the FIE label of quality (with the manufacturer name
and date).

8. Approvals

It was decided to include the mention to the European Standard
EN13567 level2 in the material rules in order to prevent any
misinterpretation, so the text in page 43 of the present English version
will became:

“When the SEMI Commission has received the file
requesting homologation, including the manufacturer’'s
samples and the reports of the different tests (from the
institutes CRITT, Denkendorf and IFTH made according
EN13567 level2 for clothing, under-plastrons and masks;
and from the Institutes CRITT, Sofranel and Visti for

blades), if the analysis is positive the SEMI Commission
will issue a homologation certificate authorizing the
manufacturer to mark his future production (from the date of
the delivery of the certificate) with the FIE emblem.”

Approvals of Masks and Uniforms
- The SEMI Commission received two requests of certification of
jackets concerning the approval /homologation from Ikramic (a
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Pakistan Firm) and from Physical Chess (an American Firm).
These manufacturers still are waiting for the breeches CE tests and
the proposed FIE lbel of quality and logos were not in order.

- The SEMI Commission notes the American Firm “Triplette”
makes and sells fencing masks with the FIE label, even though the
SEMI Commission never received any CE tests or request and a
mask sample masks for homologation. These maks are not listed
and therefore they will never be accepted at any FIE competition,
The SEMI Commission observed that there is no penalty for
Companies that do not respect the FIE requirements.

9. Security, Accidents and control

- The fatal accident with an epee blade that occurred in Poland was
analyzed the conclusion is that the fencer was not using the 800N
under protection.

- The Commission comments the fact that still in many countries
the 800N protection is not mandatory or only a 359N under
protection 1s mandatory, situation that should deserve more
attention by the National Federations..

- Also it is commented the fact that in the world Championships
juniors 2009 of Belfast the Korean fencers had removed the
sleeve of the under protection, situation that was already detected
previously. Since it is not the first time that Korean fencers are
detected with this transformation of the under protection it is
decided that the SEMI Commission will write to the Korean
Federation alerting the Korean Federation to the fact that their
fencers incur in high risk with this strange procedure and that the
rules do not allow this transformation.

- Concerning the report of accidents to the FIE the SEMI
Commission thinks that if an accident occurs in a competition the
Official FIE Supervisor has the obligation of reporting the
circumstances in which the accident had place and describing
the material involved, also which medical care took place, the
Supervisor report can include the questions related with this
issue, a short meeting beween the SEMI and the Medical
Commission took place and the Medical Commission has a
similar proposal.

Also should be mandatory that the National Federation
concerned will have the obligation of detailed reporting to
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the FIE the accidents that occur in their country, being this
suggestion given to the FIE COMEX for implementation.

- Concerning the accidents involving perforation in Saber gloves is
suggested to the manufacturers that they will study a glove made
with the 800N fabric and Allstar has an idea of making an extra
protection in the Saber guard.

- The SEMI Commission discussed the FEuropean Standard
EN13567 level 2 and Mr. Gianandrea Nicolai will consult the
files from the time of former SEMI President, Mr. Sydney Romeo
and will make a small report concerning these studies. The files
make reference to the studies that determined that 800N is the
strength of fabrics that ensures safety.

- Mr. Bierkowsky wants the SEMI Commission to write to the
President of the European Safety Standards for sport and will
propose a text.

- Concerning the weapon control marks Kabcom proposes the
inclusion of a digital readable metal button in the uniforms and
masks so the referee will use a device to read it in the piste.
Although interesting the Members foresee problems in the
implementation of such a system, and for the moment wish to
keep the actuala system of stamps and plastic collars that is used
in Worls Championships

10. Belfast, anomalies detected at Weapon Control

a. The SEMI Commission decided to write a letter to the Korean
Fencing Federation concerning the fact that the Korean fencers
presented their underarm protections at the initial Weapon
Control with cut sleeves.

b. One fencer presented a jacket with one zipper sewn over the
original zipper which exposed the zipper area wsithput the
overlay of 800N fabric.

c. STM did not ask the homologation of their 2008 and 2009 FIE
blades, it has been givem a delay of 2 months for STM to correct
the situation.

d. The Report of the SEMI Delegates at the 2009 Belfast World
Juniors and Cadets Championship was examined and with some
alterations adopted as a model for firther competitions.
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11.Nomination of SEMI Delegates at Competitions
The SEMI Commission proposes to the COMEX the Members
mentioned below to be designated as SEMI Delegates to the
following competitions:

- World Senior Championship 2009 Antalya (TUR): Mr. Daniel

- Mediterranean Games Pescara (ITA), Mr. Gianandrea Nicolai
(ITA);

- Veteran World Champs Moscow (RUS), Mr. Semen Rikhtman
(RUS).

The SEMI Commission notes that there is a difference in
procedure between SEMI and the Arbitrage Commission. Since
the FIE Referees Commissions and the COMEX decided the
name of the Delegates in the Continental.

In which concerns the nomination of SEMI Delegates at the
Europena Championships no Delegate from the FIE SEMI was
nominated this year, instead a person that does not belong to the
SEMI was nominated directly by the Europena Fencing
Confederation EFC/CEE and accepted by the COMEX, this
situation seems not correct since the Zonal Championships are an
official FIE competition and the supervision should be done by
FIE Delegates and according with the FIE rules!

The SEMI Commission will ask the COMRX to rectify this in
the near future

12. FIE Web Site and Internet

The software Engarde was discussed, it full fills the FIE cahier des
charges and the Members were informed of the performance of the
software. A basic version is available for free in the FIE website the
upgrade for the Pro version costs 100 Euros to be paid directly to the
Engarde developer.

The SEMI Commission analyzed the FIE site plan. Only positive
observations were made the Web Site www.fie.ch is at this moment
complete and up-dated. The SEMI Commission sends its compliments
to the COMEX and FIE Bureau due to the development of such an
operational site that entirely satisfies the needs of the users..
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13. Wireless System

The SEMI Commission received the visit from the Arbitrage
Commission represented by the President Mr. Mohamed El Motawakel
and the COMEX representative at the Arbitrage Commission Mr.
Emanuel Katsiadiakis. The Arbitrage Commission asked the SEMI
Commission to give their attention to the wireless system from STM
and confirm the problems noted during the World Junior Championship
in Belfast, especially in epee matches, being the reported problems that
occasionally occurred the following: lights on the masks but not in the
central apparatus, need to change the connetctors in the arm during the
match. The SEMI Commission confirmed the problems occurred in
Belfast with the STM Wireless System at épée and in foil and
recommends that the wireless system will be not used until STM
rectifies and solves the detected problems

14.Video re-play / Video Arbitrage
a. During next GP in Montreal — end of May 2009 — a new
Canadian video refereeing system will be used, this system
includes sound in real time.
b. Concerning the document called “Handbook of Regulations —
Video Arbitration”, after detailed examination and discussion the
SEMI Commission approved the document.

15. Mr. Dan de Chaine (USA) is the lecturer of a training for armourers
during Summer, that takes place in Colorado Springs, at the cost of
500USD per person, he will ask to the USFA (United States Fencing
Asspciation) for this training to be open to International participants, the
SEMI Commission considers the participation in this action relevant,
the interest persons can contact Mr. De Chaine.

16. A meeting between the SEMI Commission and the manufacturers will

be scheduled to take place in Paris in October 2010, during the Seniors
World Championships.

Nothing else to be discusses the meeting was closed on Sunday, the 24™
of May at 15hOOm.
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
